The donor does not select you for the scholarship, so the donor knows nothing about you, your school projects, your internships, or career goals, etc.)  This letter, along with your answer to questions 6 & 7, provides an example of your written communication skills.

· Criteria for judgment of applications include: academic performance, contribution to the program and the department, financial need (for some scholarships), service (academic and community) and communication skills as demonstrated by the quality of the application.
